We strongly recommend that you carefully read the sample abstract before preparing and submitting your abstract. 

Abstracts will be accepted April 1, 2010, to August 15, 2010. Abstracts must be submitted via Email (gabriele.hartl@cup.uni-muenchen.de). No other forms of submission will be accepted. 
EXPERIMENTAL METHODS

The abstract heading spans both columns and must contain the abstract title, the names and affiliations of all authors, and email address of the designated presenting author. The Organizing Committee recommends that the designated presenting and the corresponding author be one and the same. 
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

The abstract body is in two-column format and must include the following subjects: Introduction, Experimental Methods, Results and Discussion, Conclusion, References; Acknowledgments are optional but recommended.
CONCLUSION

When you are certain the abstract is complete and accurate, convert the abstract to .pdf and save the file to a local drive. Only .pdf files will be accepted. 
REFERENCES
1. Accepted font is 10-12 point Arial, Times, Times New Roman, or Helvetica.

2. Title is in bold type and centered across the page.
3. Author names are centered and identified with number superscripts to correspond to author 
4. Abstract must be at least 1 but not more than 2 pages.
5. References must be numbered; there are no lines of space between references.
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Submitted abstracts may be revised and uploaded by the submitter during the submission period of April 1, 2010, to August 15, 2010. Acknowledgment of submission will be emailed to the author designated as the primary contact.

A panel of academic experts will review all abstracts. Only abstracts judged to be of the highest quality and relevance will be accepted. The Organizing Committee reserves the right to reject abstracts that do not meet minimum requirements. Notification of acceptance or rejection of an abstract for presentation will be sent to the designated presenting author.
The designated presenting author must register and pay the fee by September 1, 2010, if the author is not registered, the abstract will be withdrawn and will not be included in the program guide.
Due to the limited number of attendees, early registration is highly recommended.
